here is so much I am grateful for when I

reflect on my time here at Trinity United

Methodist. This was my first appointment

right out of seminary — my first real
attempt at becoming the pastor I had always hoped to be
— and you all have helped me discover and define who
I am, not just in ministry, but as a person. I carry Trinity
with me, and I want you to know what that means.

First, I have my family because of you. I met my husband right here, in the kitchen downstairs.
Jacob was washing dishes after volunteering with the Shared Meal on Park Avenue one Sunday
afternoon, and it happened to be the same afternoon I was down there helping clean up. We
connected immediately, and two years later we stood in the sanctuary right above that kitchen and
celebrated our vows surrounded by so many of you. (Pictured right, Jacob Tenison and Rev. Anna

And then there is Nala — our sweet, high-energy dog — who came to us because a member of this congregation reached out
to let me know that a rescue center nearby had puppies available. Jacob and I adopted her at two months old, and I cannot
imagine our little family without her. I would not have my husband. I would not have my dog. I would not have the family
I am taking with me if it were not for Trinity. I am grateful beyond words. (Pictured below, Anna Brook, Jacob, and Nala)

You have also given me space to grow into myself as a preacher and a pastor. In our Contemporary Service especially, you
gave me room to try things out — new liturgies, new ideas, new ways of structuring worship — and you were honest when
something didn't land. You never made me feel foolish for experimenting. You just gently redirected and said, let's try again.
And then you showed up the next week and tried it with me. You filled in the gaps when we were without a Worship Music
Leader. You stepped up with technology, ushering, serving communion, and greeting at the door.

What I learned from all of that is something I will
carry into every congregation I serve: I may be the
one with the microphone, but the service does not
come alive until all of your voices are heard. Ministry
is not something done for a congregation — it is
something done with one. You taught me that, and
I will carry this lesson with me. (Pictured right, Anna

You have also helped me find my pastoral voice for social justice, teaching me
that not everything needs to be done in a grand gesture or a sweeping statement.
Sometimes justice looks like showing up consistently — to the Shared Meal, to
the advocacy meeting, to prayer vigils, to the hard conversation in the fellowship
hall. You have modeled for me that a congregation can hold deep conviction and
genuine welcome at the same time, that the table can be wide and the commitment
to the marginalized can be fierce, and that those two things are not in tension —
they are the same thing. You have shown me what dedication to education and
action look like, and you have shown me the sacred relationship between justice
and worship.

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For all who have felt the calling to justice work, I want to share this with you: The justice work at Trinity was never sustained
by the presence of any one pastor or person. You were doing this holy work long before I arrived, and you are more than
equipped to continue in your calling. All you need is each other — and you already have that.

There is a quiet grief in leaving a place that has given you so much. Trinity is where I became a pastor. It is where I fell in
love, where I learned what it means to lead a congregation, and where I have begun building the rest of my life. It is where
I preached sermons that fell flat and sermons that surprised me, where I sat with people in their hardest moments and
celebrated with them in their best ones. (Pictured below, Anna Brook enjoying fellowship with Trinity members and friends at

And yet, I believe deeply in the Methodist tradition of itinerancy, in the idea that
pastors are sent where they are needed and that God is already present and working in
the places we have not yet been. I do not leave because Trinity is lacking anything or
because I do not want to be here. I would be foolish to want to leave the love you have
so generously shared with me. But I am entering a new season of ministry with a new

loss. It is a new chapter — and so is the arrival of Rev. Dr. Ivy Smith. I cannot wait to see |~
what God does through her with all of you. (Pictured right, Rev. Anna Brook Opalinski =

/.~ What I take with me is everything you have given me: a husband, a dog, a theological backbone, a
preaching voice that is still finding its edges, a conviction that justice and welcome are inseparable,
and a deep belief that the church is most alive when everyone in the room has a role to play.

| And what I leave with you — what I hope you will keep — is the knowledge that you are a
congregation fully capable of thriving, growing, and doing hard and holy work. You have
everything you need. You have each other.

Thank you, Trinity, for being my first home in ministry. I will carry you with me always.

By Susan Koehler, Director of Communications and Candace Duclos, Senior Director of Christian Education

ifty years ago. The year was 1976. Our nation was celebrating its Bicentennial. ABBA's "Dancing Queen" hit

number one on the US Billboard Hot 100. Bell bottoms, leisure suits, and platform shoes were in style. Families

gathered around television sets to watch popular shows like The Waltons, Little House on the Prairie, and Happy

Days. And at Trinity United Methodist Church, fourth and fifth grade students were taught by a team of teachers
who would remain faithful to their Sunday school commitment for decades to come.

That team is made up of close friends Edna Bennett, Jan James, Ann Lumsden, and Leslie Williams. For over fifty years,
they have taught fourth and fifth grade Sunday school to generations of Trinity children. These ladies didn't just teach —
they made a commitment to really know each one of their students and to provide a consistent environment that included
warm smiles, relationship-building conversations, and Christian love. With individual pictures on the wall, attendance
markers strung on ribbons, Bible verses, and activities, they built a legacy. And after 50+ years of dedicated service, this
team is retiring.

We've reached out to these faithful mentors and asked them to reflect on their time as Sunday school teachers. We
wanted to know what led them into service and what kept them there; what made them laugh and what brought them
joy; and most of all, we wanted parting words of wisdom from these Sunday school icons. We are grateful for the service,
commitment, and impact of these special teachers, and we are pleased to share their personal reflections.

I was led into children’s ministry service by this verse: "And a child shall lead g
them.": My son (nursery school age at the time) enjoyed his visit to Trinity. He
enjoyed playtime with the children, activities, story-time, and hugs. He wanted
to come back, and I kept coming back to Trinity for 50 plus years to help.

During my years of teaching Sunday school, I have marveled at the acceptance
of the class members. I enjoy how they are open to different ideas and are willing
to share experiences. I've also enjoyed some funny moments, like the time we
were discussing the passage “He makes me lie down in green pastures,” and one
student interpreted it as "pastor” rather than "pasture."

But
here's what I thought about: I am retiring from the perfect children's church service position — working with three
wonderful friends each Sunday to introduce Trinity's fourth and fifth graders to God, the Bible, our church, and the
message that Jesus gave us to "love one another"! If you have love in your heart, then other important traits come to you,
like patience, understanding, sharing, tolerance, giving, kindness, and happiness. I'll close with words from the hymn
"Others" by Charles D. Meigs:

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Stained Glass Prayer Quilt

his textile installation for the Moor Hall stage was inspired by two art forms with deep roots in the Methodist
tradition: stained glass and prayer quilts. The panels were created using pojagi, a traditional Korean patchwork
technique known for its layered construction and visible seams. In this method, the stitching itself becomes
part of the finished design, emphasizing care, connection, and the handmade process.

The piece was designed by Alex Whitlock of Pleasant Studio, a design studio specializing in interior styling and handcrafted
textile work. Karen Taylor and her mother assisted with the sewing and assembly of the panels. Together, the work brings
elements of tradition, collaboration, and contemporary textile art into Moor Hall, creating a backdrop that reflects both
community and craftsmanship.
