but have no idea about being born again. We have four of them so far who have trusted

come to a hospital to get medical help. I see 300 to 500 patients every single day waiting 

in line to be seen.

I am asking you please help me to get 10,000 gospel tracts in Haitian Creole, 10 scripture 

signs with Creole Bible verses on them, some polo shirts or T-shirts with Haitian Creole 

Bible verses on them, and a sound system to amplify the sound when we preach on the 

street.
