When Ezekiel stood in the valley, He was looking at death.
Dry bones.
 Scattered bones.
 Hopeless bones.
And into that valley God asked a question:
“Can these bones live?”
That question sits underneath this entire week.
Because many students are walking into camp spiritually drained. 
· dead faith
· dead hope
· hidden sin
· exhaustion
· anxiety
· shame
· isolation
· spiritual numbness
Some students have grown up in church and know all the right answers, yet feel completely disconnected from God. Others are trying to build identity from achievement, relationships, sports, appearance, approval, or constant distraction. Many are dead spiritually while calling it life.
This week is built around the truth that the Gospel is not behavior modification. The Gospel is resurrection. It's becoming spiritually alive in Christ!
Jesus does not simply make bad people nicer. He brings dead people to life.
Throughout the week we will walk slowly through Ezekiel 37 and watch the movement unfold:
· the valley
· the awakening
· the breath
· the rising
· the life found only in Christ
The goal is not emotional hype or manufactured spiritual moments. We are not trying to pressure students into temporary experiences. We want students to encounter the living God through His Word, through the work of the Holy Spirit, and through the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
We believe real transformation happens when:
· the Word of God is proclaimed clearly,
· the Spirit of God moves powerfully,
· and students respond honestly.
This week should feel honest, reflective, Scripture-heavy, and Gospel-centered. We want students to slow down and  recognize where they are spiritually dry and hear the voice of God calling them to life.

This week is designed to unfold as one continuous story built around Ezekiel 37.
Every day builds on the previous one. The goal is to walk students through the movement of resurrection found in Ezekiel’s vision of the valley of dry bones.
The week begins in the valley — a picture of spiritual dryness, hopelessness, and death. From there, the story progresses as God begins awakening what seemed impossible, breathing life into dead places, raising people to stand again, and ultimately forming a living people sent into the world with purpose.
The movement of the week is:
Death → Awakening → Breath → Growth → Community → Life
This structure helps students understand that the Gospel is not simply about an emotional moment at camp. The Gospel changes the entire direction of a person’s life.
The first half of the week focuses heavily on:
· spiritual honesty,
· repentance,
· the Gospel,
· and the life-giving work of the Holy Spirit.
The second half of the week shifts toward discipleship and spiritual formation:
· learning how spiritually alive people walk with Jesus daily,
· build healthy rhythms,
· and live in biblical community.
