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KEY SCRIPTURE

Hebrews 10:9-14 | then he added, “Behold, I have come to do your will.” He does away with the first in 

order to establish the second. And by that will we have been sanctified through the offering of the 

body of Jesus Christ once for all. And every priest stands daily at his service, offering repeatedly the 

same sacrifices, which can never take away sins. But when Christ had offered for all time a single 

sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand of God, waiting from that time until his enemies should 

be made a footstool for his feet. For by a single offering he has perfected for all time those who are 

being sanctified.

QUESTIONS

where you’re resisting or pulling back from Jesus? Why?

3.  1 John 1:7 says the blood of Jesus cleanses us from ALL sin. Are there areas you’re still trying to 
handle on your own? What would it look like to fully surrender those to Jesus?

This week, when you feel pressure to be perfect, remind yourself Jesus already made you 
perfect. Instead of striving, choose one area you’ve been holding onto and fully surrender it 
to Him. Focus on stewarding excellence, not earning perfection.
