KEY SCRIPTURE

Luke 19:36-38 | 36 And as he rode along, they spread their cloaks on the road. 37 As he was drawing
near—already on the way down the Mount of Olives—the whole multitude of his disciples began to
rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all the mighty works that they had seen, 38 saying,

“Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!

TAKEAWAYS
Do we put expectations on God, instead of walking in faith for His will.
God is both our savior AND King of our lives.

1. Do you find yourself coming to God more for what He can do for you, or for who He is? \What
does that reveal about your relationship with Him?

2. Do you treat God more like a consultant—someone you check in with—or as King over your life?
What would it look like to fully surrender that control?

3. When you pray, are you asking God to serve your plans, or to shape you into His image? How
might your prayers need to shift?

ACTION STEPS

This week, pay attention to what you’re bringing to Jesus. /n your prayers, take one specific
area of your life and intentionally shift from asking God to meet your will = to asking Him to
shape you into His.
