THE SEASON OF LENT
The season of Lent originated as a time of preparation for Easter, spanning 40 days (not including 
Sundays) from Ash Wednesday to Holy Saturday. The focus of Lent is repentance - a turning of our 
hearts, minds, and actions from ourselves to God. The Sundays in Lent are in the season but not of it 
and are celebrated as "feast" days, traditionally days on which Lenten fasts are broken as we gather 
together for worship and to celebrate Christ's resurrection.

THE COLOR OF LENT
Purple, the color of Lent, signifies penitence and humility and is meant to remind us of humanity's 
suffering under sin and of Christ's suffering on the cross - the color of a bruise. Purple is also the color 
of royalty and anticipates the coming glory of Christ's resurrection on Easter.

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OLD TESTAMENT READING
Ecclesiastes 2:1-11, 24-26 

I said in my heart, “Come now, I will test you with pleasure; enjoy yourself.” But behold, this also 
was vanity. 2 I said of laughter, “It is mad,” and of pleasure, “What use is it?” 3 I searched with my 
heart how to cheer my body with wine—my heart still guiding me with wisdom—and how to lay hold 
on folly, till I might see what was good for the children of man to do under heaven during the few 
days of their life. 4 I made great works. I built houses and planted vineyards for myself. 5 I made 
myself gardens and parks, and planted in them all kinds of fruit trees. 6 I made myself pools from 
which to water the forest of growing trees. 7 I bought male and female slaves, and had slaves who 
were born in my house.

About the BREAD

Gluten free bread is 
available upon request in all serving
sections. If you are highly gluten
intolerant, we recommend communing
at the front left serving section which
serves only gluten free bread.

About the WINE

The outer circles of each 
cup tray contain wine. Grape juice 
is provided in the inner circle of 
each tray.

Wait for an usher to release 
your row. Ushers will release each row
to go forward to take communion. 

If you’re unsure where to go, an usher
will direct you to the appropriate line.

If I only take the
bread or the wine...

There may be times when you are unable
to take either the bread or the wine.
Perhaps the grape juice runs out in your
section. The historic Church recognizes
this as “communion in one kind” and it’s
ok! The Church still considers those who
have taken just the bread or just the wine
as participating fully in Communion.
