Title: A Faithful Heart
Sermon Series: The Heart of Jesus #3
Scripture: 2 Timothy 2:8-15

Big Idea: Because God is completely faithful—trustworthy, reliable, unfailing, and true—we are called to become people who reflect His faithfulness in how we live, trust, and follow Jesus.

HOOK (Engage the Heart)
Opening Activity (5–7 min):
Ask the group:
· Have you ever believed something was real…only to find out it was fake?
· What gave it away?
(Optional: reference AI images or social media “perfect lives.”)
Discussion Questions:
1. Where do you see deception most in our culture today?
2. Why do you think we crave validation (likes, approval, recognition)?
3. When have you found yourself wondering, “Am I enough?” or “Did I do well?”
Transition Thought:
We live in a world where it’s hard to know what’s real. But the deeper question is:
👉 Can we trust anyone fully?
👉 Is there anything—or anyone—completely faithful?

LOOK (Explore the Truth of Scripture)
Guide the group to see God’s faithfulness clearly in Scripture—not just intellectually, but relationally.
1. God’s Faithfulness Means He is TRUE
Read: Exodus 34:6
Key Insight:
The Hebrew word emet means:
· Trustworthy
· Reliable
· Unfailing
· Eternal
This is not just what God does—it’s who He is.
Ask:
· Which of those (trustworthy, reliable, unfailing, eternal) stands out most to you right now? Why?

2. God’s Faithfulness Validates What He Says
Read: 1 Kings 10:2–6 (Queen of Sheba & Solomon)
Key Insight:
Truth is proven when reality matches what was said.
Ask:
· Where have you seen God prove Himself true in your life?
· Where do you struggle to believe His promises?

3. God’s Faithfulness Means You Can Build Your Life on Him
Read: Psalm 119:105 and Matthew 7:24–27
Key Insight:
God’s Word isn’t just correct—it’s reliable enough to build your life on.
Ask:
· What does it look like practically to “build your life” on God’s Word?
· Where might you be building on “sand” instead of truth?


4. God’s Faithfulness Remains Even When We Fail
Read: Exodus 32–34 (Golden calf context)
and 2 Timothy 2:13
Key Insight:
God’s faithfulness is not dependent on your consistency.
Ask:
· How does it change your view of God knowing He stays faithful even when you don’t?
· Do you tend to run toward God or away from Him when you fail?

5. Jesus is the Ultimate Expression of God’s Faithfulness
Read:
· John 1:9 (True Light)
· John 6:35 (Bread of Life)
· John 15:1 (True Vine)
Key Insight:
Faithfulness is not just a concept—it has a name: Jesus.
Ask:
· Which image of Jesus do you connect with most right now: Light, Bread, or Vine? Why?
· What does that reveal about what you need from Him?

TOOK (Live It Out – Transformation Focus)
Shift from learning to becoming.
1. Personal Reflection (Quiet Moment – 2–3 min)
Ask everyone:
· Where am I currently trusting something unfaithful instead of God?
· Where is God inviting me to trust His faithfulness more deeply?


2. Group Application
Discuss:
1. What would your life look like if you truly believed God is completely trustworthy?
2. Where is God calling you to greater faithfulness:
· In relationships?
· In integrity?
· In your walk with Jesus?

3. Practical Challenge (This Week)
Choose one:
· Trust Step: Identify one area of anxiety and intentionally trust God with it daily.
· Truth Step: Spend time each day in Scripture, asking: “How can I build my life on this today?”
· Faithfulness Step: Follow through on one commitment you’ve been neglecting.

4. Accountability Question (for next meeting)
👉 Where did you choose faithfulness this week—and where was it hard?

Closing Prayer
Invite people to respond personally:
“God, You are faithful even when we are not. Help us not just believe that in our minds, but live like it’s true. Form in us hearts that reflect Your faithfulness—steady, trustworthy, and true. Teach us to trust Jesus more deeply this week. Amen.”
