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A Red Sea moment: When going back isn’t possible, but going forward doesn’t look possible either. 

What do you do when you don’t know what to do? 

“Then the Lord said to Moses, ‘Tell the Israelites to turn back and encamp near Pi Hahiroth, between Migdol and the sea… Pharaoh will think, “The Israelites are wandering around the land in confusion, hemmed in by the desert."’” 
Exodus 14:1–3 NIV

You can be in God’s will and still feel trapped. 

Your hard place is not too hard for God. 

“I will gain glory for myself through Pharaoh and all his army, and the Egyptians 
will know that I am the Lord.”
Exodus 14:4 NIV

He is faithful. He keeps His promises. He delivers His people. 

Israel sees a dead end. God sees a deliverance. 

“As Pharaoh approached, the Israelites looked up, and there were the Egyptians, marching after them. They were terrified and cried out to the Lord.” 
Exodus 14:10 NIV

“Was it because there were no graves in Egypt that you brought us to the desert to die?… It would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the desert!” 
Exodus 14:11–12 NIV

Fear says: You should have stayed. 
Faith says: God brought you out for a reason. 

Fear says: You’re trapped. 
Faith says: God is not finished. 

Fear says: There is no way. 
Faith says: God can make a way. 

The problem was never that Pharaoh was behind them. The problem was that Egypt was still inside them. 

“Do not be afraid. Stand firm, and you will see the deliverance the Lord will bring you today… The Lord will fight for you; you need only to stand firm.” 
Exodus 14:13–14 NIV
