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Thank you for your interest in the 3rd annual Rehearsing Truth Music Camp. In a time when 
music and the arts are often treated as optional, we believe they are essential to Christian 
formation.  

We are incredibly grateful to God as we continue this movement happening in our 
churches to train up the next generation of Christian Children in musical literacy (and to 
have fun while doing it!). As our Triune God sings and makes melody over His creation 
(Zeph 3:17), we will grow more and more into His likeness when we seek to be joyful music 
makers instead of just consumers.  

In this 3rd year of our music camp, we wanted to explore a theme that appears several 
times in the Psalms, and the imagery is beautiful.
