Pick-Up (Check-Out)

e Only authorized individuals may pick up campers
e Photo ID may be required
e Campers will only be released through the official check-out process

AUTHORIZED PICK-UP

e Only individuals listed on your Authorized Pick-Up Form may pick up your child
e Any changes must be approved by Camp Leadership
e Custody documentation must be provided if applicable

Sunscreen (applied before arrival)

WHAT NOT TO BRING

Electronics (phones, tablets, gaming devices)
Valuable items

Toys from home

Any prohibited or unsafe items

HEALTH & MEDICAL INFORMATION

e All medical conditions, allergies, and medications must be disclosed
e Medications must be:

o In original packaging

o Clearly labeled

o Given to staff at check-in
e Staff may administer medication only with proper authorization

ILLNESS POLICY

Please keep your child home if they have:

e Fever within the last 24 hours
e \omiting or diarrhea
e Contagious illness

Parents will be contacted if a child becomes ill during camp.

ALLERGY AWARENESS

We take allergies seriously. If your child has a severe allergy:

e Provide all required medication (EpiPen, etc.)
e Complete the Allergy Documentation Form
e Communicate clearly with staff

BATHROOM PROCEDURES

e Staff remain outside restrooms for safety
e Younger campers receive appropriate assistance when needed

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

In the event of an emergency (fire, weather, medical, or security):

e Staff follow established emergency protocols
e Campers are kept safe and accounted for
e Parents will be notified by Camp Leadership

VISITOR POLICY

e All visitors must check in
e Must wear identification
e Are not permitted unsupervised access to campers

e Photos/videos may be taken for camp use with parent consent
e No camper names will be publicly shared without additional permission
e Staff and visitors may not post campers on personal social media

COMMUNICATION WITH PARENTS

e Important updates will be shared through official camp communication channels
e Only Camp Leadership will communicate regarding incidents

e Daily attendance is tracked
e Notify camp if your child will be absent
e Early pickups must go through the check-out process

e Late pickups may result in additional fees or follow-up
