2.​ Mark 15:29-32 Punishing a King a.How is it possible 
that Jesus, God, cannot save himself? b.When hurt, 
we want to hurt back-what has Jesus done to 
change that tendency in you? c.Have you been hurt 
by the church and left or been tempted to leave? 
How do you heal being hurt by other Christians? 

3.​ Mark 15:33-34 A Son Forsaken? a.Was it by accident 
that this occurred during Passover? b.What is the 
significance of this timing? c.Did God literally or 
figuratively abandon His Son? d. See II Cor.5.21, Gal. 
3:13, I Peter 2:24. e.How did Jesus experience Hell 
that day? f.What is the Final Judgement from God? 
g.Have you strayed from God-how did it feel Hellish? 

4.​ Mark 15:38. Death of the Curtain a.Discuss the 
importance of the curtain in the Temple: b. 
Considering its size and construction: What kind of 
power did it take to tear it?   

5.​ Mark 15:39 First Confession a. What is the 
significance of a Roman Centurion being the first to 
confess Jesus the Son of God? b.Who was he 
betraying with that confession?

over time? 

b.​ In what way(s) have you carried your cross 
recently? 

c.​ Is there any experience you or anyone has 
suffered that Jesus could not understand or did 
not experience himself?
