If you could get everyone in the world to try one thing you
love (food, hobby, experience, etc.), what would it be?

Read Revelation Acts 18:9-11

Did anything stand out either from Justin’s message or reading through Acts
together?

What reason does the Lord give Paul for why he should not be afraid and go on
speaking the Gospel?

Where else do you see God giving this answer to His people in Scripture?
(Reading those other passages could be a great idea. Some examples would be
Moses in Exodus 3:12. Joshua in Joshua 1.5, Jeremiah in Jeremiah 1:8, Mary in Luke
1:.28).

Why do you think God'’s response to His people’s fears and insecurities is
consistently: He will be with them? Why is Christ being with us better than us
being competent in our own strength/giftings?

Christ wants to save His people, and He wants to use His own people to reach even
more people. Does that excite you or invoke fear/insecurity? Why or why not?

Who shared the Gospel with you when you gave your life to Jesus? What do you
think gave them the “Gospel burden” to share the Gospel with you?

Who are the people God has placed in your life to bring the Gospel to? How have
those conversations gone?

Check in on and encourage your group to walk through the Spiritual Journey devotionals
daily. It may be helpful to have a group chat to encourage one another in, send thoughts
from each day of the devo, etc.

Have a time of sharing. (i.e. Share highs/lows in this season, needs in your
home/community, etc.)
