Optional Ice Breaker: What is something you thought was right your whole life, only to 
realize at one point that you were wrong? (Some examples of commonly believed lies: You 
can see the Great Wall from space, shaving makes hair grow back thicker, you use less than 
10% of your brain, etc.) 
 
Read John 20:30-31 
 
Did anything stand out either from Clayton’s message or reading through John 
together? 
 
Why do you think people often prefer believing lies over embracing truth? (The “guy” in 
Clayton’s intro). 
 
What does John say is his purpose in writing this gospel? 
 
Clayton said “Every lie you believe is rooted in something you don’t believe about Jesus.” 
What do you think that means? 
 
Think about a lie that a Christian can commonly believe. How is that fundamentally a 
disbelief in Jesus? 
 
What is the difference between wanting what Jesus can give you, and wanting Jesus 
himself? What are some signs/symptoms of each? 
 
Where are you tempted to find life apart from Jesus? (success, control, approval, comfort, 
etc.) 
 
Clayton said, “You have to talk to yourself like God talks to you.” What would that look like in 
your daily life? 
 
Read John 8:1-11. Even when we trade the truth of who God is for a lie, what is his 
response?  
 
What is a lie that you are believing about yourself or about Jesus in the recent weeks? 
Pray over those lies, and that we would see Jesus as more satisfying/glorious than those 
lies.
