Optional Ice Breaker: What is the longest you have ever looked for something 
that you had lost?  
 
Read Proverbs 3:13-27 
 
What stood out to you from D Mau’s sermon or reading through Proverbs 
together? 
 
Now that we are a little over a month into Proverbs, how would you describe 
what wisdom is? 
 
According to verses 13-18, how is wisdom described? What stands out about its 
value? 
 
In verses 21-27, what are the practical effects of living in wisdom? 
 
D Mau said that “there is wisdom in recognizing that you need wisdom”. Why is 
admitting our need for wisdom outside of ourselves often difficult? 
 
Where are you currently “searching for answers” in your life?  
 
D Mau also said in his sermon that we often tie our worth to what we have rather 
than who has us. What does this mean and how have you seen that play out in 
your own life?  
 
The ultimate blessing of wisdom is Christ. What does it practically mean that Jesus 
is our wisdom, and not just a God who dispenses it? 
 
How is following Jesus different from just trying to make “wise decisions”? 
 
What is one area of your life where you need to seek wisdom more intentionally 
right now?
