The Shepherd Restores - READ: Psalm 23:3. A
Sometimes sheep fall over on their backs and cannot stand up again. This is called a cast
sheep. When a sheep is cast, it cannot fix the problem by itself. It needs the shepherd to
come help it stand again. Scan the QR code above to watch a video of a shepherd helping
a sheep that has fallen over. After the sheep is lifted up, it even stumbles a little before it
can walk again. That is what it means when Psalm 23 says, “He restores my soul.”
Sometimes we fall too. We make mistakes. We feel tired or discouraged. But the Good
Shepherd helps us stand again. What encourages you about how God helps you when
you feel stuck? Circle any that stand out.
