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THE TRIALS OF JESUS

- First Trial, before Annas THE DEATH OF THE GOD-MAN
- Second (& Primary) Trial, before the Sanhedrin—
Jesus is condemned, misused
- Third Trial, immediately at dawn
- Fourth Trial, before Pilate
- Fifth Trial, before Herod
- Sixth Trial, before Pilate
- Jesus is scourged

- Jesus bears his cross to the gate on the north side

of the city & is crucified around 9am Matthew 27:45-61; Mark 15:33-47;

Matthew 26:57-27:44; Mark 14:53-15:32; Eukeizs. s o6 JohniD.28:62
Luke 22:54-23:43; John 18:12-19:27

- About 3pm, the veil is torn,
rocks split; some graves are
opened & people raised
- Jesus' side is pierced
- Passover lambs slain
in the Temple
- Jesus is buried by sundown
