The Signs Of A Spirit-Led Church

Acts 2:41-47

INTRODUCTION

Today’s key passage, the second chapter of the book of Acts, is
very significant because it is the primary text that tells us what
happened at the inception of the New Testament Church. The first
church was a spirit-led church, and we get a glimpse here of what
characterizes a spirit-led church.

KEY POINTS

1. A Spirit-Led Church Is Committed To Authentic
Worship

The power of the early Church was in their commitment to
corporate worship. They understood that there is power that
comes in and from congregational life together. I know technology
makes staying at home more convenient, I realize society is
moving more and more towards the sacralization of individual
autonomy, but I want to remind you that the power of the Church
comes when we are together.

Revelation 12:11 says that the saints overcame Satan by the blood
of the Lamb and the Word of their testimony. In other words,
when people heard what God had done for others, they got a sense
of what God could do for them. And that happens when you
gather to worship together.

2. A Spirit-Led Church Impacts People’s Lives

The early church made such an impact that in Acts 17:6 those who
witnessed the church said, “These people have been turning the
world upside down.” That’s the kind of impact we should make.

When we gather for worship, there should be unambiguous
evidence of God's presence and God’s power. When we leave the
house of God, people should know beyond a shadow of a doubt
that God moved, that God healed, that God delivered, that God
saved, and that their lives are better than they were when they
came.
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3. A Spirit-Led Church Fosters A Sense of Genuine
Community

Luke conveys that those in the early Church had a sense of shared
mutuality that was a direct by-product of the Holy Spirit’s work in
their lives. People didn’t just come to get spiritually fed for
themselves, and then return their separate ways. No, they cared
about one another, and the Gospel they received in God’s house
was carried home to their own houses.

4. A Spirit-Led Church Experiences Healthy Growth
There are some churches that don’t grow because they don’t want
to grow. They don’t want new people to come. Then, there are
other churches that don’t grow because they can’t. They are so
outdated and antiquated that no one is moved or inspired to come.
But today’s key passage suggests that when the Spirit is leading
the church, the church grows. People grow individually, and the
church grows collectively.
