GUIDELINES
VOLUNTEER SELECTION &
TRAINING:

All visitors will be active
participants within the
church and approved by
church leadership.
Visitors will adhere to
compassionate care,
respect boundaries, and
confidentiality.

SCHEDULING VISITS:
Visits will be scheduled
monthly with the widow’s
consent.
Duration of visits should
be mutually agreed upon,
and in consideration of the
widow’s condition. 

CONDUCT DURING VISITS:

Visitors must remain
respectful, attentive, and
maintain a prayerful,
supportive attitude.
Ask questions about their
life, family, occupation or
hobbies they enjoyed.
Offer to play a game if
they have a favorite. 
Offer to bring a favorite
treat on the next visit.
No physical assistance or
errands are to be offered
unless specifically
authorized

SPIRITUAL SENSITIVITY:

Prayer and Scripture
reading should be offered
but never imposed.
Visitors should be
sensitive to the emotional
state and spiritual needs
of the widow.

ACCOUNTABILITY:
Visitors will report
concerns or change of
plans to the Heart 2 Heart
Ministry Coordinator.
