Steve Farrar shares in one of my favorite illustrations that he is an excel-
lent bowler carrying a 285 average with the perfect game being 300. He 
has bowled nearly twenty perfect 300 games. The catch, he adds, is that 
while the length of a regulation alley is 60 feet, he prefers to bowl from 
about 15 feet. Admittingly, he is dynamite from 15 feet and he enjoys the 
game a lot more. He also confesses that when he moves back to the regu-
lation 60 feet, his average drops dramatically and the game is much less 
enjoyable. The reason is simple: Error increases with distance. 
 
Clearly, one can see the parallel of our relationship with our Lord (and in 
all of our relationships). Closer is better. Discipleship is growing closer to 
the Lord so that as we live and learn, the Christian journey is much more 
enjoyable and filled with assurance. So, move closer, because distance 
increases error. What a joy to move closer with each of you on this jour-
ney.
