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Prayer Focus- The Door

[bookmark: _Hlk209730832]Empower family, the church celebrated the day of Pentecost on Sunday, May 24 inspiring this month’s focus. Last month we discussed in length the enemy of our God and our soul. We also contemplated the enemies attempts to manipulate and to grab control of our tongues. If the tongue is restrained, captured and used for the adversary’s purpose, it can be used as a weapon against us and the Creator’s purpose and plan for our lives. Since the heavenly Father knows all things, He provided for us a secret weapon for this dispensation of time. A weapon that would enable us to communicate with Him and His realm of the spirit, thus removing all possible interference from the evil one. This weapon of Holy Ghost fire was not available at any other time in history since the fall of man because it required vessels who were purified by the blood of Lamb. In the Old Testament, saints made sacrifices with animals every year for the covering of sins. Jesus’s sacrifice did not cover sins, but removed them totally, which enables the Holy Spirit to dwell in and upon those who accept that sacrifice. Prior to Adam and Eve’s choice in the garden, the Spirit of God dwelt in and upon them gracing them with the ability of their Creator (Genesis 2:7 AMPC). King David wrote in Psalm 8:5-7 TPT; Why would You bother with puny, mortal man or care about human beings? Yet what honor You have given to men, created only a little lower than Elohim [God], crowned with glory and magnificence. You have delegated to them rulership over all You have made, with everything under their authority, placing earth itself under the feet of your image-bearers. Notice that Adam and Eve were crowned in glory, the same glory, which is Holy Spirit, Who raised Jesus from the dead (Romans 6:4; 8:11 NKJV). God, being the Great Planner that He is, brought mankind full circle. Just like God when He breathed the Spirit of life into Adam, Jesus did the same in John 20:22-23 NKJV with His disciples; and when He had said this, He breathed on them, and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit…” This was a well springing up in the disciples, but the Lord planned that rivers of living water would flow from their bellies (John 4:13-14; 7:37-39 NKJV). [bookmark: _Hlk225506722][bookmark: _Hlk225449082]It is interesting, Jesus gave the disciples a command in Acts 1:4 NKJV …He commanded them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you have heard from Me. Jesus described the Holy Spirit as a gift the Father promised in the NLT. Hypothetically speaking, what if the disciples had departed or chose not to wait? What if they chose not to walk through that door? They would not have received the power of Holy Spirit for their ministry. But thanks be to God, by faith in Jesus, the Word, they obeyed and received this gift, the promise of Holy Spirit in Acts 2:1-4 NKJV. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance (v. 4). From this point forward, the Apostles ministered the Word with final evidence of signs and wonders following them, fulfilling the great commission Jesus had commanded them in Mark 16:15-18 NKJV. If you recall Jesus’s ministry started the same way; He was birthed by Mary, yet born of the Spirit and then we read in Luke 3:21-22 NKJV about Jesus getting baptized in water, and also receiving the ‘upon you’ experience. This ‘upon you’ experience opens the door to the supernatural and the gifts of the Spirit (1 Corinthians chapters 12-14). We see in the Bible that in every occasion the initial evidence of Holy Spirit’s power is speaking in other tongues (Acts chapters 8,9,10,19 NKJV). Many Christians fail to accomplish the work that God gave them to do because they decline to walk through the door and receive the blessed gift of POWER. Even when reading in the Word and seeing clearly that the Baptism in Holy Ghost is something to attain, many still choose not to receive Him and His benefits. They allow the deceiver to convince them that the infilling of Holy Spirit is not necessary and often times fear the evidence of speaking in tongues, “declaring it is not from God.” Jesus declared to the disciples if you keep seeking, you will find. What will you find; Holy Ghost with power! Luke 11:11-12 NLT; “You fathers—if your children ASK for a fish, do you give them a snake instead? Or if they ASK for an egg, do you give them a scorpion? Of course not! So, if you, sinful people know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ASK Him.” Jesus was saying there is nothing to fear. If you ask for the baptism in Holy Spirit, God will not give you a snake or a serpent (evil spirit), but He is faithful to give you what you ASK for. In fact, James, the brother of Jesus stated, do not be deceived, my beloved brethren. Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and comes down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of turning (James 1:16-17 NKJV). Now, how do we know that Jesus was referring to evil spirits when he mentioned scorpions and snakes in Luke 11:11-12 NLT? The answer is in the previous chapter Luke 10:19-20 NLT. Look, I have given you authority over all the power of the enemy, and you can walk among snakes and scorpions and crush them. Nothing will injure you. But don’t rejoice because EVIL SPIRITS obey you; rejoice because your names are registered in heaven. Jesus was revealing to any believer (John 14:17 NKJV) know that when you ask to receive the baptism in the Holy Ghost, you can expect the Holy Ghost with power, not an evil spirit, receiving what you asked for! No fear here! Walk through the door and be EMPOWERED, church! Keeping seeking truth.
