WHAT DID WE LEARN?

« While people can change for better or worse, Jesus never sinned, not once.

- He was tempted just like us, He understands our struggles, but He always chose what was right.

- That means Jesus is perfectly good, perfectly trustworthy, and perfectly able to save us.

« When we fail, when we sin, and when we feel confused about right and wrong, we can look to Him.
« He doesn’t just show us the right way, He is the way.

« And because He never sinned, He can forgive us and help us follow Him, even when the world
around us feels upside down.
