Title: The Life and Writings of the Apostle Paul, Part II - A Chronological Study from Acts and the Pauline Letters
Teacher: Tom Rucker (108/109)
Saul, also known as Paul and the Apostle to the Gentiles, is the most prominent character subject in the book of Acts and the most prolific writer of letters in the New Testament. In this study, we will follow Paul through the book of Acts, utilizing The Visual Bible’s word-for-word (NIV) visual dramatization of The Book of Acts. We will tie in the main teachings of Paul in his letters in chronological order where they fit into his journeys in the book of Acts and beyond. Come and experience what Paul has to say to churches and his co-missionaries in their historical and chronological context and discover their application to us today.
Title (Discussion class): My Story, Your Glory

Title: The Gospel of John
Teacher: Jonathan Yeager & Matt Goodwin (115)
This version of the gospel is unlike the other three “synoptic” gospels. It is told from the perspective of a best friend and written after a few decades to ponder everything that John had seen. Our goal is to present this gospel through the eyes of John the apostle who wrote a portion of the things that he experienced over his three years of learning from his Rabbi.


This class will focus on 1-2 chapters per week and will be mostly lecture with time left at the end for discussion. The last week of this class will be a recap and discussion of things learned during this survey of John. No matter how many times you have studied this gospel, there is always something new that you can draw from these words recorded nearly 2,000 years ago. Please plan to join us and make a goal to attend each week so that you can learn and contribute to the class.
Title: Impactful Prayers in the Bible
Teacher: Rich Smith (Rotunda)
This class will explore impactful prayers from across scripture, highlighting powerful moments when God responded to His people. Each week, we will study a specific prayer and map out common themes such as a humble posture, a recognition of God’s past faithfulness, and an utter dependence on Him. Together, we will learn from the prayers of Jesus, Ezra, Hezekiah, Hannah, Mary, the early church, Solomon, Jehoshaphat, and others as we cultivate sensitivity to the characteristics of prayers that draw a response from God.
Title: Testimonies and Discussion
Teacher: Ben Buchanan (137E)
This quarter, we’re inviting different young adults and young couples to join us each week. Each guest will share a brief snapshot of their story, but the heart of the class is simple: What would you tell your college-age self about following Christ?
Our hope is to create a space where college students and young adults can get to know each other by learning from real experiences, asking honest questions, and building genuine connections across seasons of life.
