'The hand of the LORD was upon me, and he brought me out in the Spirit of the LORD and set
me down in the middle of the valley; it was full of bones. And he led me around among them,
and behold, there were very many on the surface of the valley, and behold, they were very dry.
3And he said to me, “Son of man, can these bones live?” And | answered, “O Lord Gob, you know.”
“Then he said to me, “Prophesy over these bones, and say to them, O dry bones, hear the word of
the LORD. °Thus says the Lord GoD to these bones: Behold, | will cause breath to enter you, and
you shall live. °And | will lay sinews upon you, and will cause flesh to come upon you, and cover
you with skin, and put breath in you, and you shall live, and you shall know that | am the LoRD.”

He defends me
against all danger and guards and protects me from all evil. All this He does only
out of fatherly, divine goodness and mercy, without any merit or worthiness in me.
For all this it is my duty to thank and praise, serve and obey Him. This is most
certainly true.
