Text: Jonah 3:10 “And God saw their WORKS, that they turned from their evil way; and God repented of the evil, that he had said he would do unto them; and he did it not.”

In all of our lives we make decisions. Most of us have already made quite a few decisions today (Getting Up, Breakfast, Clothes, Attitude)

Too often I think that is where we stop spiritually! We make decisions at:
· Camp
· Church Conference
· Youth Conference 
· School
· Youth Group 
· Church Services
· Teen Soulwinning
But How Many of These Decisions Stick?
How Many Decisions That You Have Made Have Been Kicked To The Curb!
GOD IS PLEASED WHEN WE MAKE THE DECISION, BUT GOD WILL ONLY BLESS WHEN WE MOVE TO ACTION!
God only repented of the evil that He was going to do to Nineveh AFTER they turned to Him. He saw their works, and then He spared them! 
· David believed God when he decided to fight Goliath, but he had to pick up five stones and fight! 
· Gideon believed God, but he had to lead the 300 in surrounding the Midianites!
· Joseph had a dream, but He had to trust God along the way!
· The disciples made a decision to follow Jesus, but they had to choose to leave the boats!

How To Move From A Decision To An Action:
1. DREAM BIG! 
a. Proverbs 29:18 “Where there is no vision, the people perish; but he that keepeth the law, happy is he.”
b. No dream has ever been accomplished without action!
c. It is okay to DREAM, You should want to do something with your life!
2. DETERMINE TO GET THERE
a. Hebrews 11 is what we call the “Hall of Faith” chapter. It identifies many people in the Bible and their journey to follow after God. Verse 13 says “These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.” 
b. It goes on to say that they were looking for a country that was prepared for them by God (Heaven). They had adversity. They had obstacles and trials, but they were determined to get to where God wanted them to be!
c. Young Person, Decide that you are going to follow God! Determine that nothing will stop you! I like what David said in Psalms 16:8 “I have set the Lord always before me: because he is at my right hand, I SHALL NOT BE MOVED!”
3. DRAW FROM MEN OF GOD
a. Proverbs 15:22 “Without counsel purposes are disappointed: but in the multitude of counsellors they are established.”
b. In II Timothy 2:2 Paul tells Timothy to commit the things that he learned from Paul to other faithful men!
c. There is no such thing as a self-made man, and if you ever meet someone who claims to be then you can usually tell by how pathetic they are! 
d. If God calls you to make a decision, you would be wise to talk to your parents, pastor, and youth pastor about it! They can help you and give you direction because they have been there too! 
4. DRINK FROM THIS WATER
a. John 4:14 “But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.”
b. Jesus is The Living Water. He is also the Word (John 1:1). You must get into the Bible if you want to be Successful! 
c. “Get into your Bible” is one of the most commonly used phrases in a good church, but sadly it is often the least heeded!
5. DON’T QUIT!
a. Philippians 3:14 “I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.”
b. LOOK, God doesn’t deal in small decisions! No matter what the decision was that you made, it is important to God! He wants you to make decisions, and He wants you to fulfill them! 
6. DON’T MAKE EXCUSES!
a. “I made an emotional decision” – I get so sick of hearing this sorry excuse! People back out on their promises to God because they do not have the character to stick to them, and then make this lame excuse when someone confronts them about it! 
i. I remember the day I got saved- It was an emotional decision! I am more worried about the person who feels nothing when they make a decision! 
b. “I will do it when I am older” – I will give a $100 to the person who can stand up and tell me what the minimum age is that you have to be to serve God! God wants you to serve HIM Today!
