Dear Samaria Family,

Happy Father’s Day to all the gentlemen in
our church family. We appreciate everything
you do for your family and the Kingdom.
The first Father’s Day event occurred on Ju-
ly 5, 1908, in Fairmont, West Virginia. In
1910, Sonora Smart Dodd organized the
first statewide Father’s Day celebration in
Spokane, Washington. President Lyndon B.
Johnson issued the first presidential procla-
mation in 1966. In 1972, President Richard
Nixon officially signed Father’s Day into law
as a permanent federal holiday.

Christians and Jews recognize Abraham as
our spiritual father. He is the ultimate model
of obedience and faith. God made a cove-
nant with Abraham in a vision in Genesis
15. God told Abraham to, “Fear not.” This is
the first reference in the Bible to fear. In
Genesis 15:5, Abraham was instructed by
God to, “Look toward heaven, and number
the stars, if you are able to number them.”
Then he said to him, “So shall your off-
spring be.” Verse 6 states, “And he believed
the Lord, and he counted it to him as right-
eousness.” Years later, when Abraham was
100 and Sarah was 90, Isaac was born.
Later in verse 18, God made a covenant
with Abraham promising his offspring the
land between the Nile River and the Eu-
phrates River. This area covered 300,000
square miles. However, present day Israel
only covers 8,130 square miles. Israel is ap-
proximately the size of New Jersey. Inter-
estingly, Israel could fit into Lake Michigan.
In Genesis 17, God formally changes his
name from Abram to Abraham. Most im-
portantly, Abraham passed God'’s teachings
to the next generation.

Sunday, June 14 is Flag Day. In 1949, Con-
gress approved national observance legisla-
tion making Flag Day an official annual
event. President Harry Truman signed the
legislation into law. As Christians, we are
grateful to God for the religious liberty that
we enjoy in our country. Additionally, we
are thankful for the many men and women
who have served and are now serving to
keep our country free and safe. Our country
has a long history of supporting religious
freedom. Truly, we are a blessed nation.
