First Fruits Sunday: Freedom to Serve and Expand Our Ministry

The Israelites traveled from Egypt toward the promised land of Canaan for 40 long years. The
apostle Paul’s four monumental missionary journeys covered more than 10,000 miles across
the ancient world. Noah's family spent 371 days confined inside the Ark. Here at home,
Tusculum Church of Christ has carried a heavy building debt for the past 20 years.

Now, | don’t want to directly compare the exhausting, hazardous trials of the Israelites, Paul,
or Noah to a monthly payment to the bank. However, | do want to relate to the beautiful story
of God’s constant provision through our collective faith and patience. With a new mortgage
balance of roughly $216,600, a complete payoff truly feels within our reach.

Our church leaders and many of our members have enthusiastically expressed optimism that
we can meet this financial challenge in 2026 and finally burn our mortgage before the year
ends. By eliminating this obligation, we can open up new possibilities to expand our ministry
like never before. Instead of sending funds to lenders, we could begin exploring vital ministry
resources and curricula, looking into necessary building maintenance and repairs, or
expanding both local and foreign missions. We might also consider potential staff additions,
aesthetic improvements to our building and grounds, and other meaningful ways to grow.

We ask that our members prayerfully plan for a special contribution on August 30. The entire
contribution collected for that day will go directly toward wiping out our remaining building
debt. Your steadfast faithfulness has kept Tusculum active in our community since 1957 and
serving our neighbors from 6117 Nolensville Pike since 2006. Can you imagine the incredible
kingdom impact we can have with absolutely no building debt? We can do this! God can do
this!
