             Mark 16: 15-18 “And these signs will accompany those who believe…”
             Paul’s prophecy to Timothy 2 Tim 3: 1-5 “Mark this, there will be terrible
             times in the last days for …. many will have a form of godliness but denying
             its power. Have nothing to do with them.”
        3.  Influence 3 - My own experience of living by faith (law school) and the call
             to international missions. What we regularly experience.
