Most Important

1 Corinthians 15:3-4 “ I passed on to you what was most important and what 
had also been passed on to me. Christ died for our sins, just as the Scriptures 
said. He was buried, and he was raised from the dead on the third day, just as 
the Scriptures said.”

Christ ___________________ For Our Sins “Christ died for our sins, just as the 
Scriptures said.” (v.3b)
Isaiah 53:5-6 “But he was pierced for our rebellion, crushed for our sins. He was 
beaten so we could be whole. He was whipped so we could be healed. All of us, 
like sheep, have strayed away. We have left God’s paths to follow our own. Yet 
the LORD laid on him the sins of us all.”
1 Peter 2:24 “He personally carried our sins in his body on the cross so that we 
can be dead to sin and live for what is right. By his wounds you are healed.”
John 1:29 “The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, ‘Look! 
The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!’ ”

Christ Was _______________ “He was buried, and he was raised from the 
dead on the third day, just as the Scriptures said.” (v.4)
John 19:40 “ Following Jewish burial custom, they wrapped Jesus’ body with the 
spices in long sheets of linen cloth.”
Romans 6:11 “So you also should consider yourselves to be dead to the power 
of sin and alive to God through Christ Jesus.”
Romans 6:4 “For we died and were buried with Christ by baptism. And just as 
Christ was raised from the dead by the glorious power of the Father, now we also 
may live new lives.”

Christ Was _________________ From The Dead “He was buried, and he was 
raised from the dead on the third day, just as the Scriptures said.” (v.4)
Matthew 20:18-19 “Listen,” he said, “we’re going up to Jerusalem, where the 
Son of Man will be betrayed to the leading priests and the teachers of religious 
law. They will sentence him to die. Then they will hand him over to the Romans 
to be mocked, flogged with a whip, and crucified. But on the third day he will 
be raised from the dead.”
Luke 24:1-7 “But very early on Sunday morning the women went to the tomb, 
taking the spices they had prepared. They found that the stone had been rolled 
away from the entrance. So they went in, but they didn’t find the body of the Lord 
Jesus. As they stood there puzzled, two men suddenly appeared to them, 
clothed in dazzling robes. The women were terrified and bowed with their faces 
to the ground. Then the men asked, ‘Why are you looking among the dead for 
someone who is alive? He isn’t here! He is risen from the dead! Remember what 
he told you back in Galilee, that the Son of Man must be betrayed into the hands 
of sinful men and be crucified, and that he would rise again on the third day.’ ”
