A Religious Résumé Cannot Save You
The people in Matthew 7 point to impressive
spiritual accomplishments:

“Did we not prophesy?”
“Did we not drive out demons?”
“Did we not perform many miracles?”

Yet Jesus is not impressed by their résumé. Their
confidence was in what they had done rather than
in Him.

Key Thought: Salvation is not earned through
religious effort.

The Father's Will Is to Believe in the Son
Throughout Scripture, God's invitation is clear
“...whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have
eternal life.” (John 3:16)

Key Thought: The doorway to eternal life is faith in
Christ, not performance for Christ.
