Confession
Dearly beloved, the Scriptures teach us to acknowledge our many sins and offenses, not concealing 
them from our heavenly Father, but confessing them with humble and obedient hearts that we may 
obtain forgiveness by his infinite goodness and mercy. We ought at all times humbly to acknowledge 
our sins before Almighty God, but especially when we come together in his presence to give thanks 
for the great benefits we have received at his hands, to declare his most worthy praise, to hear his 
holy Word, and to ask, for ourselves and on behalf of others, those things which are necessary for our 
life and our salvation. Therefore, draw near with me to the throne of heavenly grace.  Let us humbly 
confess our sins to Almighty God. 

Silence is kept. All kneel, as able.

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you
in thought, word and deed, by what we have done,
and by what we have left undone. 
We have not loved you with our whole heart;
We have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent.
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, 
have mercy on us and forgive us;
that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways,
to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Grant to your faithful people, merciful Lord, pardon and peace; that we may be cleansed from 
all our sins, and serve you with a quiet mind; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen. 

This liturgy has been adapted from the Book of Common Prayer for the specific use of 

household worship in the event of not being able to attend church. If there are several of 

you, we recommend picking a leader to read the non-bold portions, with everyone joining in 

for the bold portions. If you are using it individually, you may read through it all. Feel free to 

adapt this as you like as you worship from home.
