
A LIMITLESS LEGACY 
We must do our part to ensure a limitless legacy. 

 
KEY POINTS 

v In 2 Kings 2:7-15, we find Elijah, who is at the end of his earthly 
ministry, with his protégé Elisha. Despite Elijah’s repeated 
attempts to get rid of his protégé (so that he could be taken into 
heaven), Elisha refuses to leave him alone. Finally, Elijah asked 
what he could do for Elisha and the younger prophet uttered these 
fateful words: “Let me inherit a double portion of your spirit” (v. 9).  

v Reading that, we automatically think Elisha is asking for more. On 
one level, yes, Elisha wanted to surpass Elijah, but on another level, 
his request is much richer and more compelling than mere 
ambition.  

v In ancient Israel, the double portion was recognized as what would 
go to the eldest son. Elisha was asking to be recognized as the 
spiritual “son and heir” of Elijah. The power of God was active in 
Elijah, and Elisha wanted that same power to continue flowing 
through him. As heir, he would assume responsibility for the 
ministry and the legacy of the prophet.   

v Elijah told Elisha that his request was difficult to grant because it 
was a spiritual ability that could only be released by God. But Elisha 
stuck with Elijah, proved his tenacity and determination, and look 
what happened—God blessed him with that double portion! 

v Elisha would go on to walk in the power and anointing of his 
predecessor, solidifying the idea of a double portion by performing 
16 miracles, which were twice as many as Elijah had performed 
before being taken “up to heaven in a whirlwind” (v. 11). 

v God allowed Elisha to have a ministry that surpassed his life and an 
anointing so profound that the residue of resurrection clung to his 
bones (see 2 Kgs. 13:20-21). This is an example of A LIMITLESS 
LEGACY.  

v Elisha recognized the power in what had been handed to him and 
had stewarded it well during his tenure. Even after his death, he 
was honoured by God. 

v “One generation commends your works to another; they tell of 
your mighty acts” (Psalm 145:4). Greatness is built generationally. 
It doesn’t emerge from a vacuum or randomly manifests itself. It 
compounds over time and is amplified with structure.  

v When a person looks more closely at the story of self-made 
people, they will find that there was something those people were 
able to leverage, whether it was through a connection or some 
type of structural opportunity (e.g., the education system). But this 
doesn’t take away from the reality of hard work.  

v If you’re going to be great, you must put in the hours. You must 
sacrifice as you lay it all on the line. But as you do so, you must, like 
Elisha, recognize the power of what’s been given to you and then 
build on it until you have A LIMITLESS LEGACY.  

v As believers, God has given us so much. Where Elisha had to ask 
Elijah, and where both prophets had to do various tests to see if 
God would bless them, we as believers are in a profoundly 
different situation.  

v What was limited to Elijah and Elisha has now been freely given to 
the church today so that we are able to walk in the power and the 
anointing of the apostles and prophets and are able to operate in 
the miraculous (see Joel 2:28-29; Mark 16:17-18). 

 

 

 

 

 
 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

v We have A LIMITLESS LEGACY through the empowerment 
of the Holy Spirit. Bestowed upon us is the double 
portion—more grace, more anointing, more power.   

v Where Elisha’s bones had the residue of resurrection, we 
have the full thing. “And if the Spirit of him who raised 
Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ 
from the dead will also give life to your mortal 
bodies because of his Spirit who lives in you” (see Romans 
8:9-11). 

v Oh, that we would get a vision for A LIMITLESS LEGACY that 
goes beyond our current perspective! If we could but 
recognize the power of God at work within us. If we could 
only see the possibilities laid out before us. Then and only 
then can we start putting our shoulder to the wheel and 
PUSH! 

v There’s a common financial proverb that says, “From 
shirtsleeves to shirtsleeves in three generations.” This 
proverb describes the rapid lifecycle of family fortunes and 
explains why so many people get trapped in a limited 
legacy.  

v Simply put, there is one generation of builders who rolled 
up their shirtsleeves, got to work, and achieved something 
remarkable. The second generation of stewards who 
witnessed the hard work and benefited from it then 
worked to maintain that wealth or extend it. And then 
comes the third generation—the “consumer” generation.  

v Growing up, the third generation was completely 
removed from the original struggle of the first generation. 
Theirs was the generation whose inherited wealth was 
their baseline reality, so they grew up entitled and 
squandered the wealth it took two generations to acquire. 
It’s their generation that forces the fourth generation back 
to manual labour. 

v Today, we stand on the sweat and sacrifice of those that 
have come before us. Many have given everything they 
had to build this ministry because they had a vision of the 
Gospel going forward. We do not get to limit this legacy.  

v We have a responsibility to “feed Canada to feed the 
world”, and we do that by becoming the very best God 
created us to be.  

v We must do our part to ensure A LIMITLESS LEGACY.

both the Old and New Testament of foundations—
whether physical or spiritual—that had either been built 
up or destroyed. How was this done? What can we learn 
from these examples that can be applied to our lives?

from our sins and turn to God (2 Corinthians 7:9-10; 2 Timothy 
2:24-26). Faith and repentance lead us to obey the scriptural 

command to be baptized in Jesus’ name for the forgiveness of 
our sins and to receive His gift of the Holy Spirit. His Spirit gives 
us the power to live a righteous, godly life, joyfully sharing the 
good news of our new life in Christ with others (Mark 16:16; 

Acts 2:38, 4:12; 1 Peter 1:22-23).  
CHRIST’S RETURN 

We believe our Lord Jesus Christ will soon return to  
Earth to receive His people to Himself and establish  

His righteous, eternal kingdom
