Week #2 — Giving God our Fears, Needs, and Hopes:
= Feardrains us.
= Needs drive us.
= Hopes distract us.
= Take the time to release at least one fear, one need, and one hope
each day.
o Release the residue — the pieces of those things we give away that we want
to hold on to.
Week #3 — A Trusted Mentor
o Wedon't listen well.
= We are trying to respond.

o A mentor is someone we listen to.
