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Watching Church or Being Church

Our modern lives follow a persistent rhythm: we pay and we
consume. We pay for a concert and expect high-quality music; we
pay for a gym membership and expect a health-inducing experience.
We are professional consumers. Strangely, we often bring the same
mindset into church. We return our tithes and offerings and, perhaps
unconsciously, begin to feel like paying customers. We evaluate the
music, critique the production value of the service, and check our
watches if things run over. But the Church was never intended to be
a theater where a few perform while the many watch. The Church is a
Body, and a body only functions when every cell and limb is alive and
moving.

Think about Jesus who could have watched human history unfold like
a distant, tragic movie. He could have observed our struggles and
remained comfortably detached. Instead, He did the unthinkable: He
moved into our neighborhood. And He didn’t come to be a spectator;
He came to serve. “Just as the Son of Man did not come to be served,
but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many” (Matthew
20:28). Jesus didn’t just give a little push from the sidelines, did not
perform just a random act of kindness—He was all in. That way He
rewrote the human story and changed the course of history. As His
followers, we have the privilege to actively participate in this work?

When we view church through the lens of a consumer, we ask: “What
did I get out of this today?” When we view it as active members of
the Body of Christ, we ask: “Whom did I help today?” Volunteering
isn’t about filling a slot on a spreadsheet or doing the church a favor.
It is a spiritual discipline that aligns our hearts with the heart of
Jesus. Whether it’s greeting a newcomer, teaching a Sabbath School
class, or serving behind the scenes with audio/video team, you are
becoming the hands and feet of a Savior who refused to stay on the
sidelines.

Today, we select the committee tasked with proposing our
Nominating Committee. While this might seem like a small task, it
marks the beginning of a vital spiritual process. As we move through
this process, consider prayerfully: what could your role be in the
Body? Think about the impact Jesus made because He decided to
participate in our humanity. Imagine the impact our community could
have if we all stopped watching church and started being the church.
There is a unique grace only you can provide and a spot on the team
that only you can fill.
