      This week, we are delighted to feature another family with deep roots in our
community. Kelly grew up right here in the Glendale area. Her parents, Larry, a
psychologist, and Linda, a schoolteacher, joined the Vallejo Drive church in the
mid-1970s. Alongside her older sister, Stephanie, Kelly attended Crescenta
Valley SDA school and Kelly graduated from Glendale Adventist Academy (GAA).
Kelly was baptized right here in the sixth grade.
      After high school, Kelly spent nearly seven years exploring different fields at
Pasadena City College. Determined not to live on loans, she took a summer job
starting in high school at Burger King, eventually staying for nine years and
working her way up to Assistant Manager. She explored graphic design,
criminology, and plenty of PE classes like ping-pong and badminton before her
mother suggested speech pathology. The introductory class clicked instantly. Her
educational pursuit picked up speed, leading to a bachelor’s degree in
Communication Disorders from Loma Linda University in 2004 and a master’s
from Cal State LA in 2006. Today, Kelly serves local children as a dedicated
speech therapist for the LA Unified School District.
     Johann was born in the Philippines to the family of Adventist educators. His
family immigrated to Chicago when he was four. As the oldest of four siblings,
Johann was an inquisitive boy who always declared, "I want to save people’s lives
when I grow up."
     He attended North Shore SDA Elementary while his parents, Lilia and Enrico,
earned master's degrees in Public Health. Johann got baptized in the 6th grade.
The family later relocated to California, and Johann attended Monterey Bay
Academy, working on a farm to pay a large part of his tuition. He pursued nursing
at La Sierra University and, upon graduation, found an open door at Adventist
Health, Glendale. Gaining vital experience in the ICU and ER, Johann directly
fulfilled his childhood dream. He spent his career as a hospital nurse and a
Mobile Intensive Care Nurse (MICN), acting as a high-responsibility liaison
between the ER and first responders. In 2005, he even coordinated the hospital's
response to the tragic Glendale train crash, truly serving on the front lines of
saving lives.
     Though both Kelly and Johann experienced a season where they strayed from
the church, the Lord never stopped tugging at their heartstrings. Johann, who had
formed a Christian punk band to express his journey—and later learned his music
actually saved another young man’s faith—felt a persistent yearning to visit
Vallejo Drive across from his work. He began attending occasionally and liked
Pastor Van Rooyen’s sermons. He found inspiration in the young adult programs
started by Pastor David Appel. 
    Meanwhile, Kelly felt the same pull for a deeper spiritual connection. She
returned to the church and was deeply moved by a powerful answered prayer
during a midweek meeting led by Pastor Mark Papendick. On a social level, she
found a warm way back into fellowship through the memorable church
waterskiing trips to Laughlin. 
    Their parallel paths finally crossed in the Truth and Spirit ministry, where
Johann played in the band and Kelly served in the food ministry. They fell in love
and were married in 2006 by both Pastors Elizabeth and Patrick Talbot. In 2010
and 2014, they welcomed their two sons, Dylan and Cody, who now attend GAA.
 Today, Johann and Kelly are actively
involved in various ministries here at
Grace Hill. "Our lives are filled with
God’s care and providence," they share.
"He guided and patiently waited until
we were ready to return. The church has
changed over the years, but the heart of
it—and the overarching theme of grace
—is still the same, and the friendships
endure the passage of time."
