6. Augustine prayed, “How long? Why not now?” Why is it often difficult to respond immediately to God’s 
invitation to change? 
 
7. What do the stories of Nathanael and Augustine teach us about how God may be working in our own lives 
today? 
 
8. What hopes or prayers have you been carrying that you would like to place at the feet of Jesus?
