The Cornerstone Adult Sunday School is studying the 
fundamentals of Christian Apologetics.

Always be prepared to give a defense to 
everyone who asks you the reason for the hope that is 

in you...” The ultimate aim is to remove intellectual 
stumbling blocks and invite people into deeper under-

standing of the Christian faith. This study will use as ref-
erences “I Don’t Have Enough Faith To Be an Atheist” 

by Frank Turek and Norman Geisler as well as “Return of 
the God Hypothesis” by Dr. Steven Meyer.
