Dear Friends and Parishioners, 

April begins with a flurry. We celebrate Palm Sunday and 
begin a two-week period where our readings are in real 
time. The Gospels provide almost day-by-day narrative of 
Jesus’ last week. Jesus arrives in Jerusalem on Sunday, 
amidst the cheering crowds welcoming Him as King.  

On Wednesday, April 1st we remember the betrayal of 
Judas, on Thursday the last meal, on Friday the crucifixion, 
on Saturday the day of rest in the tomb, and on Sunday the 
new creation! A week later (also real time) Jesus 
encounters Thomas (who wanted concrete proof) and 
addresses people, us4those who have not seen (or 
touched) and still believe. 

In the Fourth Gospel, the themes of the Garden of Eden 
and first Adam are alluded to in various ways. Jesus’ 
resurrection is the signal that God’s Plan is working, in spite 
of our efforts to undermine Him every step of the way. 

All of the rest of April is Easter Season, daily celebrations of 
the wonder of Christ’s resurrection. It is a call to meditate 
on our own destiny to share in His life eternally.

Dr. Woolley is 

a trauma and orthopedic surgeon who serves in the only fully 

functioning hospital in the Haitian capital. He was Medical 

Director of St. Vincent’s for years and is a long-standing 

member of the Board of Directors. He has helped countless 

children with disabilities and deformities, offering skilled and 

compassionate care even amid periods of social instability, 

mass-casualty events, and ongoing humanitarian crisis. On 

Apr 12 at 11:30 AM, we’ll have an informal lunch and 
discussion with Dr. Woolley in the parish hall.
