What a Wedding Reminded Me About Discipleship 

 

This past weekend I had the privilege of officiating the wedding of a young Christian couple. As family 
and friends gathered to celebrate their union, I was reminded that a Christian wedding is about far more 
than a beautiful ceremony, a white dress, or good food at a reception. It is a picture of God's design and 
His covenant love.  
 

Many people in today’s culture can view marriage as a contract, a feeling, or a temporary arrangement. 
Christians should see marriage through the lens of Scripture, and it should therefore model a Biblical 
worldview. In God’s word, marriage is presented as a sacred covenant between one man and one 
woman before God. From the very beginning, God established marriage as part of His good creation. 
When a husband and wife exchange vows, they are making promises not merely to one another but 
before the Lord Himself.  
 

One of the most beautiful truths about Christian marriage is that it reflects the relationship between 
Christ and His church. Just as Christ loved the church sacrificially, husbands are called to love their 
wives. Just as the church joyfully follows Christ, wives are called to respect and support their husbands. 
Together, a godly marriage becomes a living testimony of the gospel.  
 

As I watched this couple begin their journey together, I was reminded that every Christian marriage 
requires God's grace. No marriage is perfect because no husband or wife is perfect. Yet when Christ is 
at the center, marriage becomes a place where love, forgiveness, service, and faithfulness can flourish. 
Just like our own personal sanctification, Christian marriage requires ongoing spiritual maturity, 
repentance, and dependence on God.  
 

Every Christian wedding points beyond the bride and groom to a greater reality—the faithful love of 
Christ for His church. As believers, we are called to reflect that same love in our relationships, our 
homes, and our daily lives. Whether married, single, widowed, or divorced, every believer is called to 
grow in Christlikeness and to reflect His character to the world around us. May each of us be 
encouraged to grow as disciples who faithfully follow Christ and make Him known to others.
