We invite all Christians to join us in 
this opportunity for remembrance and to partake of the elements when 
ready. The elements will be served as a double cup with the bread in 
the lower cup and juice in the top. Gluten-free cups are at the Welcome 
Center and may be picked up before church.

We didn’t forget to pass the offering plate, we haven’t done that for 25 
years. As a guest, if you’d like to share, you will find a mail slot on either 
side of the sound booth just before exiting the auditorium doors.
