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MAIN TEXT 
 
John 19:30 “So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is 
finished!” And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.” 
 

1. ‘Tetelestai’ - has ‘Judicial’  Weight. 
 
Colossians 2:13-14 “And you, being dead in your trespasses and the 
uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, 
having forgiven you all trespasses, having wiped out the handwriting of 
requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has 
taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.” 

 
2. ‘Tetelestai’ - has ‘Commercial weight’,  

 
1 Peter 1:18-19  knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible 
things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by 
tradition from your fathers,  19  but with the precious blood of Christ, as 
of a lamb without blemish and without spot. 
 

3. ‘Tetelestai’- has ‘Servile’ weight. Used by servants, Bondslaves used it. 
Once again, Jesus fulfilled this role, 
 
Philippians 2:7  but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a 
bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men. 

 
John 19:30 Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is finished!” 
And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.” 

 
John 6:38  For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but 
the will of Him who sent Me. 

 
Matthew 26:39  He went a little farther and fell on His face, and prayed, 
saying, "O My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from Me; 
nevertheless, not as I will, but as You will." 

 
John 17:4 “I have glorified You on the earth. I have finished the work 
which You have given Me to do.” 
 
Mark 10:45 “For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to 
serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.” 
 
1 Timothy 2:5-6 “For there is one God and one Mediator between God 
and men, the Man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself a ransom for all, to be 
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testified in due time,” 
 

4. ‘Tetelestai,’ – has ‘Military’ weight. 
 

Genesis 3:15  And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And 
between your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your head, And you 
shall bruise His heel." 
 
John 19:30 “So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said, “It is 
finished!” And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit.” 

 
Luke 23:45  Then the sun was darkened, and the veil of the temple was 
torn in two. 

 
Further proof is the Empty Tomb, 3 days later, that the truth will 
be declared on Sunday! The Debt was paid in full. 

 
His one offering, sacrifice, accomplished what all former 
sacrifices could never accomplish.  
 
Truly, “It is Finished.” “Tetelestai”. 
 
Judicially- Case Closed, Penalty Served. 
Commercially-The debt owed,  has been paid. 
Servile- the Task is completed. It is Finished. 
Priestly- Atonement Accepted 
Militarily- Victory secured, total victory, the enemy defeated. 

 
However you understand this word,  truly, God’s work  “is Finished.” 
“Tetelestai”. 
 
What God promised through the prophets, He accomplished through the cross, 
the life and death of His Beloved Son,  our Savior Jesus Christ. 
 
The First and the Last, The Beginning and the end, The Author and Finisher of  our 
Faith. Jesus!
