3. ‘Perfection’ 7 represents perfect order, fullness, and completion of His work.

Exodus 25:10-11 — the ark was overlaid
with pure gold; Exodus 25:17-18 — the
mercy seat and cherubim were made of
pure gold; Hebrews 9:3-5 — the Most Holy
Place contained golden holy objects;
Revelation 1:12-13 — Christ is seen
among golden lampstands.

Numbers 15:38-40 — Israel wore a blue
thread to remember and obey God'’s
commandments; Exodus 24:10 — under
God'’s feet was something like sapphire
stone, pointing upward to heavenly glory;
Ezekiel 1:26 — God’s throne is described
like sapphire.

Judges 8:26 — purple garments were
connected with kings; Esther 8:15 — royal
apparel included purple; Mark 15:17 and
John 19:2 — Jesus was clothed in purple
when mocked as King.

Leviticus 14:4-7 — scarlet was used in
cleansing rituals with blood; Hebrews
9:19-22 — scarlet wool is connected with
blood and covenant cleansing; Isaiah 1:18
— scarlet is connected with sin needing
cleansing; Joshua 2:18-21 — Rahab’s
scarlet cord marked deliverance from
judgment.

Leviticus 16:4 — the high priest wore holy
linen garments on the Day of Atonement;
Ezekiel 44:17-18 — priests wore linen
while ministering; Revelation 19:8 — fine
linen is connected with the righteous acts of
the saints; Revelation 7:14 — white robes
are made white in the blood of the Lamb.

Exodus 28:9-12 — the names of Israel
were engraved on onyx stones and carried
on Aaron’s shoulders; Exodus 28:17-21 —
the twelve tribes were represented by
stones on the breastplate; Malachi 3:17 —
God calls His people His jewels; Revelation
21:19-21 — precious stones are connected
with the glory of the New Jerusalem.



VERSE 14
Revelation 1:14 His head and hair were white like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes
like a flame of fire;

Daniel 7:9 "I watched till thrones were put in place, And the Ancient of Days was seated;
His garment was white as snow, And the hair of His head was like pure wool. His throne was
a fiery flame, Its wheels a burning fire;

Revelation 7:1 Transition to the Sealing of 144,000.

Revelation 7:9 Transition to the Great Multitude vision.

Revelation 9:12 Transition after the First Woe.

Revelation 15:5 Transition to the Bowl Judgments.

Revelation 18:1 Transition to the Fall of Babylon.

Revelation 19:1 Transition to the Marriage Supper.
