We Are God’s Mouthpiece

We, the church, are called to speak for God to the world so
that they can be saved.

Jeremiah 1:4-10 KJV Then the word of the LORD came
unto me, saying, [5] Before | formed thee in the belly | knew
thee; and before thou camest forth out of the womb |
sanctified thee, and | ordained thee a prophet unto the
nations. [6] Then said |, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, | cannot
speak: for | am a child. [7] But the LORD said unto me, Say
not, | am a child: for thou shalt go to all that | shall send
thee, and whatsoever | command thee thou shalt speak. [8]
Be not afraid of their faces: for | am with thee to deliver thee,
saith the LORD. [9] Then the LORD put forth His hand, and
touched my mouth. And the LORD said unto me, Behold, |
have put My words in thy mouth. [10] See, | have this day
set thee over the nations and over the kingdoms, to root out,
and to pull down, and to destroy, and to throw down, to
build, and to plant.

In the Old Testament God would raise up prophets to speak
to the people for Him. In these last days, He has raised up
the church to speak for Him.



God has put all of the Christians together and called them
the body of Christ. We, the church, are His body. He’s the
head, so we listen and speak for Him. The world is waiting
on God to do something for them. We the church are how
He will do that. But we have to grow up and identify our
position and release God’s words and power to a world that
needs help and deliverance. Let’s look at some Scriptures
that bear this out.

Ephesians 4:11-13 KJV And He gave some, apostles; and
some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors
and teachers; [12] For the perfecting of the saints, for the
work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:
[13] Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the
knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the
measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ:

The 5-fold ministry is to train believers to become like Jesus
in action. God has chosen the church to speak for Him.
Once we start listening to Jesus telling us what to do, the
world will hear God.

Romans 10:9-15 KJV That if thou shalt confess with thy
mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that
God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.
[10] For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness;
and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. [11]
For the Scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on Him shall



not be ashamed. [12] For there is no difference between the
Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all
that call upon Him. [13] For whosoever shall call upon the
Name of the Lord shall be saved. [14] How then shall they
call on Him in Whom they have not believed? and how shall
they believe in Him of Whom they have not heard? and how
shall they hear without a preacher? [15] And how shall they
preach, except they be sent? as it is written, How beautiful
are the feet of them that preach the gospel of peace, and
bring glad tidings of good things!

Romans 10:17 KJV So then faith cometh by hearing, and
hearing by the word of God.

Notice that as the church preaches, people will be saved.
What Jesus did is actually given to the world through the
preaching of the church. Let’s go give them eternal
salvation!
