There is a reach that only God has, and that is right into the core of the heart. Unless conviction against sin goes more than skin-deep, there will never be the draw to true repentance and real faith.
1 Thessalonians 1:4-5 ~ For we know, brothers loved by God, that he has chosen you, because our gospel came to you not only in word, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit and with full conviction.

Salvation is found in no one else but Jesus and it is freely given to those who, in repentance, surrender their lives to Him. Do not think that you can belong to Jesus and still love your sin.
Acts 17:30-31 ~ “The times of ignorance God overlooked, but now he commands all people everywhere to repent, because he has fixed a day on which he will judge the world in righteousness by a man whom he has appointed.”

Conversion to Christ Jesus is always found through belief in the testimony about Christ as given in His word. Faithfulness follows, and we see 3000 who believed giving evidence in their willing baptism.
