1. A _____________________________________ Day
The Day of Pentecost is a promised day. Even as Passover presented the LORD Jesus as the faithful and spotless Lamb of God, so Pentecost is the presentation of the church of the LORD Jesus.
Leviticus 23:15-17 ~ “You shall count seven full weeks from the day after the Sabbath… You shall bring from your dwelling places two loaves of bread to be waved, made of two tenths of an ephah. They shall be of fine flour, and they shall be baked with leaven, as firstfruits to the LORD.”
2. An ______________________________________ Church
God will have you empowered to the work that He has purposed. He does not give you His Spirit and promise His divine strength in order for you to live independent of Him, but that you should walk in faithfulness to Him.
2 Peter 1:3 ~ His divine power has granted to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of him who called us to his own glory and excellence.
3. A ___________________________________ Crowd
The death of the LORD Jesus was a persistent topic of conversation. Now, the same crowd who gathered for Passover and remained through Pentecost, was also a crowd purposed by the LORD to hear the gospel.
Luke 23:18 ~ Then one of them, named Cleopas, answered him, “Are you the only visitor to Jerusalem who does not know the things that have happened there in these days?”
Matthew 3:11
“I baptize you with water for repentance, but he who is coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.”
