21-23 The earth trembles under three things; it cannot bear up under four: a 
servant when he becomes king, a fool when he is stuffed with food, an unloved 
woman when she marries, and a servant girl when she ousts her queen.

●​ Deliberate e________________ 
 
Is he refering to the physical land or the people of the land? 
 
These four issues are so serious they cause instability when moved out of their 
proper place. It is not to say these people are undeserving of an improvement, but 
rather, suddenly transposing and unqualified person to authority or promotion can 
be unbearable. 
 
*Servant when he becomes ______: someone who thinks/lives as a slave instead of 
a free man. A servant who suddenly rises to power and gains authority over others 
does not have training or the disposition to rule well. (Genesis 39:2-3; 41:41) 
 
*Fool when he is _______ with food: someone without spiritual perception, lacking 
good sense is given everything they want, they are less sensitive to ______ will.

As Agur continues his list of numbered things as he moves to those things that are 
small but exceedingly wise. His opening statement supports the Biblical view that 
wisdom is greater than strength, wealth, or power. 
Small: least, lesser, insignificant or unimportant. 
Wise: good judement, God’s will, common sense. 
*Ants: Although they are small and don’t have much strength compared  to a person 
or large animal. Their wisdom is shown in how they p________ for the summer. 

�​ Proverbs 6:6-8 

*Hyraxes: Although these small furry mammals don’t have the speed or strength to 
stand against large predators, their wisdom is shown by the ability to make their 
homes in rocks, making the strength of the rock their own s_____. 

“It shall be to our wisdom to work ourselves into the rock of Christ Jesus, where we 
shall be safe from hellish hunters.” -Trapp 

*Locust:  Although these small insects have no king or hiarchy structure, their 
wisdom is shown by their ability to come together in swarms.

*Lizard: Although this small reptile can be caught in your hands, their wisdom is 
shown by how they gain access into king’s palaces and mansions with ease.
