WEDDING SCRIPTURE READING SAMPLES

Genesis 2:18-24

® The LORD God said, "It is not good for the man to be alone. | will make a helper suitable for
him." " Now the LORD God had formed out of the ground all the beasts of the field and all the
birds of the air. He brought them to the man to see what he would name them; and whatever the
man called each living creature, that was its name. ?° So the man gave names to all the livestock,
the birds of the air and all the beasts of the field. But for Adam no suitable helper was found. 2’
So the LORD God caused the man to fall into a deep sleep; and while he was sleeping, he took
one of the man's ribs and closed up the place with flesh. 2 Then the LORD God made a woman
from the rib he had taken out of the man, and he brought her to the man. # The man said, "This

is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called ‘woman,' for she was taken out
of man." 2* For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and
they will become one flesh.

Proverbs 3:3-6

¥ Let love and faithfulness never leave you; bind them around your neck, write them on the tablet
of your heart. * Then you will win favor and a good name in the sight of God and man. ° Trust in
the LORD with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding; ° in all your ways
acknowledge him, and he will make your paths straight.

Ecclesiastes 3:1-8

' There is a time for everything, and a season for every activity under heaven: 2 a time to be born
and a time to die, a time to plant and a time to uproot, * a time to kill and a time to heal, a time to
tear down and a time to build, * a time to weep and a time to laugh, a time to mourn and a time to
dance, ® a time to scatter stones and a time to gather them, a time to embrace and a time to

refrain, ® a time to search and a time to give up, a time to keep and a time to throw away, 7 a time
to tear and a time to mend, a time to be silent and a time to speak, ® a time to love and a time to
hate, a time for war and a time for peace.

Matthew 19:4-6

% "Haven't you read," he replied, "that at the beginning the Creator 'made them male and female,' ®
and said, 'For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the
two will become one flesh'? ® So they are no longer two, but one. Therefore what God has joined
together, let man not separate."

Matthew 22:34-40

¥ Hearing that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees, the Pharisees got together. **> One of them,
an expert in the law, tested him with this question: * "Teacher, which is the greatest
commandment in the Law?" ¥ Jesus replied: "Love the Lord your God with all your heart and
with all your soul and with all your mind." ® This is the first and greatest commandment. ** And
the second is like it: 'Love your neighbor as yourself." *° All the Law and the Prophets hang on
these two commandments."

John 3:16-20

'® "For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him
shall not perish but have eternal life. ' For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn
the world, but to save the world through him. '® \WWhoever believes in him is not condemned, but
whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of
God's one and only Son. ' This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but men loved
darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil. * Everyone who does evil hates the
light, and will not come into the light for fear that his deeds will be exposed.




John 3:27-30

?" To this John replied, "A man can receive only what is given him from heaven. ?® You
yourselves can testify that | said, 'l am not the Christ but am sent ahead of him.! % The bride
belongs to the bridegroom. The friend who attends the bridegroom waits and listens for him, and
is full of joy when he hears the bridegroom's voice. That joy is mine, and it is now complete. *° He
must become greater; | must become less.

John 15:9-12

° "As the Father has loved me, so have | loved you. Now remain in my love. 10 you obey my
commands, you will remain in my love, just as | have obeyed my Father's commands and remain
in his love. " | have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your joy may be
complete. > My command is this: Love each other as | have loved you.

Romans 12:1-2, 9-13

' Therefore, | urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices,
holy and pleasing to God--this is your spiritual act of worship. 2 Do not conform any longer to the
pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to
test and approve what God's will is--his 1%ood, pleasing and perfect will. ° Love must be sincere.
Hate what is evil; cling to what is good. "~ Be devoted to one another in brotherly love. Honor one
another above yourselves. " Never be lacking in zeal, but keep your spiritual fervor, serving the
Lord. '2 Be joyful in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in prayer. ™ Share with God's people who
are in need. Practice hospitality.

Romans 15:5-6

® May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you a spirit of unity among
yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus, ° so that with one heart and mouth you may glorify the
God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

1 Corinthians 13

'If | speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, | am only a resounding gong or
a clanging cymbal. ?If | have the gift of prophecy and can fathom all mysteries and all knowledge,
and if | have a faith that can move mountains, but have not love, | am nothing. ®If | give all |
possess to the poor and surrender my body to the flames, but have not love, | gain nothing. * Love
is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. °It is not rude, it is not
self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. ° Love does not delight in evil
but rejoices with the truth. ’ It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.
Love never fails. But where there are prophecies, they will cease; where there are tongues, they
will be stilled; where there is knowledge, it will pass away. °For we know in part and we prophesy
in part, "®but when perfection comes, the imperfect disappears. "' When | was a child, | talked like
a child, | thought like a child, | reasoned like a child. When | became a man, | put childish ways
behind me. > Now we see but a poor reflection as in a mirror; then we shall see face to face. Now
| know in part; then | shall know fully, even as | am fully known. > And now these three remain:
faith, hope and love. But the greatest of these is love.

Ephesians 5:21-33

2I'Submit to one another out of reverence for Christ. ?*Wives, submit to your husbands as to the
Lord. **For the husband is the head of the wife as Christ is the head of the church, his body, of
which he is the Savior. **Now as the church submits to Christ, so also wives should submit to
their husbands in everything. ?°Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ loved the church and
gave himself up for her ?to make her holy, cleansing her by the washing with water through the
word, 2" and to present her to himself as a radiant church, without stain or wrinkle or any other
blemish, but holy and blameless. ? In this same way, husbands ought to love their wives as their
own bodies. He who loves his wife loves himself. 2°After all, no one ever hated his own body, but
he feeds and cares for it, just as Christ does the church--’ for we are members of his body. *'




"For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the two will
become one flesh." *This is a profound mystery--but | am talking about Christ and the church. **
However, each one of you also must love his wife as he loves himself, and the wife must respect
her husband.

Colossmns 3:12-17
2 Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with compassion,
kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. ' Bear with each other and forgive whatever

grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. " And over all
these virtues put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity. ' Let the peace of Christ
ruIe in your hearts, since as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful.
® Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all
W|sdom and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God.
" And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving
thanks to God the Father through him.

1 John 4:7-12
” Dear friends, let us love one,_ another, for love comes from God. Everyone who loves has been
born of God and knows God.  Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love.
® This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and only Son into the world that we
might live through him. ' This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his
Son as an atoning sacrlflce for our sins. " Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to
love one another. '? No one has ever seen God; but if we love one another, God lives in us and
his love is made complete in us.
