“But the advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my
name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I
have said to you.” John 14:26

The Disciple of Jesus needs to know certain things about the
Bible, God (the Farther, Son and the Holy Ghost), and the Church

e The Bible declares that God is one (Deuteronomy 6:4).
e The Bible calls three distinct, divine persons God:
o The Father (1 Corinthians 1:3),
o The Son (Hebrews 1:6-8), and
o The Holy Spirit (Acts 5:3-4).
e More than 60 Bible passages mention these three divine
persons together.

The diagram is a visual representation of the essential biblical doctrine of the Trinity. In this lesson
we will focus om just the first person of the Trinity, God the Father.

3. Further the Bible tells us that:

e the Holy Spirit possesses intelligence (Isaiah 11:2).

e the Holy Spirit is distinguishable from mere power (Acts 10:38; 1 Corinthians 2:4).

e the Holy Spirit loves (Romans 15:30).

e the Holy Spirit is included in the Trinitarian formula with the two persons of the “Father”
and the “Son.”
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4. Some Names and titles of the Holy Spirit

The names and terms for the Holy Spirit relate to his power, activity and presence in the world,
often indicating the nature of his actions or the gifts which he conveys to believers.

In the Upper Room (see John 13-17) on the night before his crucifixion, Jesus spoke important last
words to his disciples and prayed for them. Among the reassurances he gave them was a promise to
send “another Counselor or Advocate” (John 14:16, 26 NIV). The Greek word is paraklete, which literally
means “one called alongside.”

In the eternal plan of God, the Holy Spirit is instrumental to our salvation. He is the one who regenerates —
gives new life to —those who are spiritually dead (John 3:3-7; Titus 3:5). He then moves into the lives of
believers (1 Corinthians 6:19), giving us the power to live as we should. He seals us, guaranteeing us heaven
(Ephesians 1:13) after this life. What's more He unites us permanently with Christ and his body

(1 Corinthians 12:13).

The Spirit does so much more:

leading, reassuring, convicting of sin, empowering, making us holy, praying for us. And in a confusing
world, he serves as our ever-present teacher and guide. Look at what John 16:13-14 says: 13 When the Spirit
of truth comes, he will guide you into all the truth; for he will not speak on his own authority, but whatever
he hears he will speak, and he will declare to you the things that are to come. 14 He will glorify me, for he
will take what is mine and declare it to you.

1. Followers of Jesus are called to “follow the Spirit’s leading” in every part of life (Galatians 5:25,
NIV). What does that process look like in your life?

2. What are some difficult decisions you are facing now? How can you rely on the Word of Truth
(Colossians 1:5) and the Spirit of Truth (John 16:13) to find the guidance you need?

3. What do these verses mean and how do we obey them? “Do not stifle the Holy Spirit” (1
Thessalonians 5:19, nlt), “and do not bring sorrow to God’s Holy Spirit by the way you live”
(Ephesians 4:30, nlt).

4. What are some ways you sense the Spirit of God “convicting” you lately —trying to get your
attention, seeking to get you to adjust your thinking or actions?
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
