THOUGHTS ON THE JOURNEY

As we have continued our study of Hosea, we see the ebb and flow of Israel’s 
disobedience, God’s judgment, and God’s grace at work. Today, we are going to see a 

whole new level of God’s grace and how He 
feels about His people. If you look closely, 
our text for today is a little shocking. In verse 
13, the Lord says he is going to punish Israel 
and delineates their sin. Verse 14 starts with, 
“Therefore,” which seems that something 
negative is coming, but not so.

God seemingly turns His eye away from 
punishment and says, “I will allure her…”. 
Once again, we see the grace and mercy of God 
at work. Instead of further punishment and 

discipline, God turns to compassion. Instead of disowning His people, He looks to 
woo them back into relationship with Him.

To be clear, God does not need us at all. In no way do we complete who He is. 
However, He desires a relationship with us. He desires for us to walk in covenant with 
Him. Unfortunately, we too often turn away to our own ways and desires. Hopefully, as 
we see God’s great love for us, we will desire to be in relationship with Him more than 
pursuing our own wants.

I want to be clear; Jesus is for everyone. When we talk about God’s grace and mercy, 
that is for you too. You never go too far or do too much to be outside the grip of grace. 
If you are someone that has sort of disqualified yourself from the possibility of God’s 
grace, think again. God loves you and he pursues you.

I pray the story of Hosea and Gomer continues to speak to our hearts. I hope the 
truths found within will penetrate to the depths. I hope by the end of this series we will 
realize, God’s love really is extravagant.
