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I recently wrote a paper for My Spiritual Formation
class on the discipline of service. Of all the spiritual
practices we have covered in this class - prayer,
worship, meditation, fasting...I thought I had a
pretty good grasp on the concept of service. Service
is simply helping others.

What a simplification of a truly deep concept.

In reflection on this past Holy Week, I cannot look at
the cross, or even the days leading up to it, without
recognizing Jesus’ true example of service. Through
his life (and his death), he teaches us that true servanthood comes through
humility. Paul tells us in Philippians 2:5-8, “Have this mind among yourselves,
which is yours in Christ Jesus, who, though he was in the form of God, did not
count equality with God a thing to be grasped, but emptied himself, by taking
the form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. And being found in
human form, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to the point of death,
even death on a cross.”

Jesus humbled himself in every aspect of his life. I think of the last time Jesus
met with his disciples. He took on the task that would have been reserved for
the lowest member in attendance - he knelt down and washed all of their feet
as they entered.

The text for my class is Richard Foster’s Celebration of Discipline - a great
read on learning the practice of the spiritual disciplines. You should check it
out! In the chapter on Service, he makes a distinction between self-righteous
service and true service. He says that true service is not concerned with
impressing others or checking off a box. It always comes from our relationship
with the Lord and His prompting through the Holy Spirit. He also states that
true service is content in being hidden.

I have been challenged, and in turn am challenging all of you, to seek the Lord
for opportunities to be of service to others, remembering that service is always
coupled with humility. May we be a church that is willing to humble ourselves
in service, making ourselves small, so that people around us can see not us, but
Jesus Christ, the truest servant of all.
