THOUGHTS ON THE JOURNEY

What is your response when times get difficult? Is that response different depending on 
whether your difficulty is self-inflicted or out of your control? How far down a difficult road do 

you have to travel before you stop and turn to 
the Lord? Today’s text has a very specific call, 
turn to God and stop relying on self.

We live in a culture where it is difficult to let 
go. We will try everything to solve our own 
problems. We will overthink it, talk to others, 
research it on the internet – anything to get 
resolution. However, what happens when no 

help can be found? How do we respond when we are along for the ride and there is nothing we 
can do about it?

Israel, as a whole, had gotten themselves in quite a mess. They had tried everything they knew 
to do to get out of it. Unfortunately, all of their efforts only seemed to make matters worse, not 
better. As Hosea speaks to them in chapter 12, he tells them they need to turn to God. As an 
example, he offers up their ancestor, Jacob. One story in particular stands out. It is a story that 
takes place in Genesis 32. 

In this story, Jacob encounters an angel. We are told that the angel wrestled with him all night. 
When morning came, the angel tells Jacob to let him go. However, Jacob says that he will not let 
go until the angel blesses him. As a result, he receives the blessing.

The message that God is communicating through Hosea is that instead of trying to solve things 
on our own, maybe we need to do a little “wrestling.” We need to spend some time really 
seeking God, asking Him to move, and being willing to submit our own plans to Him. We do 
not want to wrestle in the sense that we oppose God, but instead, to seek God.

Let me encourage you to do a little wrestling in prayer this week as it relates to the areas of need 
in your life.
